(HOC). CWF is an innovative
approach to help low-income
families achieve financial security
and move up the economic ladder,
thus helping to stabilize and uplift
the community.

family literacy programs serve 250
families yearly and are designed to
help children and parents improve
their reading, writing and language
skills. Donations also support our
program for uninsured adults in need
of counseling for a wide variety of
mental health issues, including
depression, anxiety and grief.

Funds raised last year enabled the
HOC to hire an additional foreclosure
prevention counselor. Ultimately, this
commitment helped the HOC secure
major grants for its foreclosure
preventions services from leading
foundations.
